GOSPEL MEDITATION:

Honestly, today, right now, do you think you can manage
your life? Do you think you can control your life? I don't
think so. And yet, deep down in your heart and in your
mind, you are convinced that you can at least manage this
day, at least your schedule for the week or for the month.
Deep down, you think you are the owner of your life, that
you can manage it. And yet, you cannot control anything at
all. You and I cannot manage our lives.

All it takes is a headache to remind us how fragile we are —
so fragile that a flowerpot could fall on our heads at any mo-
ment. Or, like those citizens of Jerusalem at the time of Je-
sus, the Tower of Siloam could fall on us. Or we could be-
come victims of war, injustice, or some violent and terrible
event that we would never expect to happen.

And precisely because of this, it is essential to have eyes to
discern what is happening around us — because through
everything that happens around us, through the events of
history both distant and close to us, God is speaking to you.
He is calling you. He is calling us to conversion. He is calling
us to stop looking at ourselves, to stop thinking and deceiving
ourselves into believing that we are the center of our lives,
that we are the gods of our lives.

You and I are not God. That is the first point.
The second point is that you and I are creatures, totally de-
pendent on God. To convert means to move from the illusion
of thinking you are God to the reality, to the truth. Conver-
sion is nothing other than a bath of humility in reality — let-
ting reality challenge us, speak to us. Because it is in reality
that God becomes flesh. God became flesh in history so that
you and I could encounter Him in our history, in every event
— none excluded, even the most dramatic and painful ones.
Indeed, it is precisely through the dramatic, painful, and vio-
lent events that the reality of each of us is revealed — show-
ing us that we are creatures. And it is precisely through these
events that He comes to dig up the soil — that is, to overturn
our lives, which we thought we had neatly arranged and or-
ganized to suit our plans, to satisfy our flesh, our world way
of living. It is God who comes through history to lay down
the manure — the thing that smells bad, the thing that
stinks, the thing you would want to remove from your life.
But without manure, no plant will ever grow and bear fruit.
That manure is the events we cannot control, the unpredicta-
ble things that come to show all of us how fragile we are —
and how much we need to surrender completely to the Lord.
We need to live as children of God , because only a child of
God — that is, one who has recognized that he is not the fa-
ther, that he cannot give himself life on his own — only
someone who knows that he is a child who needs the Father
to give him life, only that person can live fully and be ful-
filled in love.

So, courage! Do not be afraid of history, because everything
— absolutely everything — works together for our good.
And our good is our salvation, the salvation of our souls. Our
good is encountering Jesus Christ —because our only and
true good is Jesus Christ, alive within us.

That is why, in your life, God does all things well — because
every single thing leads you to the one true and authentic
good.

MEDITACION EVANGELICA:

Claro, hoy, en este momento, ;de verdad crees que puedes
manejar tu vida? ;Crees que puedes controlar tu vida? Yo
creo que no. Y sin embargo, en el fondo de tu corazon y de tu
mente, estds convencido de que al menos puedes manejar este
dia, al menos tu agenda de la semana o del mes. En el fondo,
crees que eres el duefio de tu vida, que puedes controlarla. Y
sin embargo, no puedes controlar nada en absoluto. Ti y yo
no podemos manejar nuestras vidas.

Basta con un simple dolor de cabeza para recordarnos lo
fragiles que somos — tan fragiles que en cualquier momento
una maceta podria caernos en la cabeza. O, como les pasé a
esos ciudadanos de Jerusalén en tiempos de Jesis, nos podria
caer la torre de Siloé encima. O podriamos ser victimas de
una guerra, de una injusticia, o de algin suceso violento e
inesperado que jamas imaginamos que nos podria pasar.

Y precisamente por esto, es fundamental tener ojos para ver
lo que esta ocurriendo a nuestro alrededor — porque a tra-
vés de todo lo que pasa en el mundo, tanto lo que ocurre lejos
como lo que sucede cerca de nosotros, Dios te esta hablando.
Te esta llamando. Te esta llamando a la conversion. Te esta
invitando a dejar de mirarte a ti mismo, a dejar de pensar y
engafiarte creyendo que eres el centro de tu vida, que eres el
dios de tu propia vida.

Ti y yo no somos Dios. Ese es el primer punto.
El segundo punto es que tii y yo somos criaturas, totalmente
dependientes de Dios. Convertirse significa pasar de la ilu-
sion de creerse Dios a la realidad, a la verdad. La conversion
no es otra cosa que un bafio de humildad en la realidad —
dejar que la realidad nos desafie, nos hable. Porque es en la
realidad donde Dios se hace carne. Dios se hizo carne en la
historia para que ti y yo podamos encontrarlo en nuestra
propia historia, en cada acontecimiento — sin excluir nin-
guno, ni siquiera los mas dramaticos y dolorosos.

De hecho, es precisamente a través de esos momentos difici-
les, dolorosos y violentos que se revela la realidad de cada
uno de nosotros — mostrandonos que somos criaturas. Y es
precisamente a través de esos acontecimientos que Kl viene a
remover la tierra — es decir, a desordenar nuestras vidas,
esas vidas que pensibamos tener tan bien organizadas segun
nuestros planes, segiin lo que agrada a nuestra carne, segin
nuestra manera mundana de vivir. Es Dios quien viene a tra-
vés de la historia a poner el estiércol — eso que huele mal,
eso que incomoda, eso que quisieras sacar de tu vida. Pero
sin estiércol, ninguna planta crece ni da fruto.

Ese estiércol son esos sucesos que no puedes controlar, esas
cosas inesperadas que llegan para mostrarnos lo fragiles que
somos — y cuanto necesitamos rendirnos completamente al
Sefor. Necesitamos vivir como hijos de Dios, porque solo un
hijo de Dios — es decir, alguien que ha reconocido que no es
el padre, que no puede darse la vida por si mismo — solo
alguien que sabe que es hijo y que necesita al Padre para re-
cibir la vida, solo esa persona puede vivir plenamente y en-
contrar la felicidad en el amor.

Asi que, janimo! No tengas miedo de la historia, porque todo
— absolutamente todo — coopera para nuestro bien. Y nues-
tro bien es nuestra salvacion, la salvacion de nuestra alma.
Nuestro bien es encontrarnos con Jesucristo — porque nues-
tro unico y verdadero bien es Jesucristo, vivo dentro de noso-
tros.

Por eso, en tu vida, Dios hace todas las cosas bien — porque
cada cosa, cada situacion, te conduce al unico bien verdadero
y auténtico.
