GOSPEL MEDITATION:

This parable that the Lord gives us today has a bit of irony, especially
at the end. He says, "Hypocrite! You who think you are so good, do you
believe you can guide another? If you are sure that you can guide
someone else, take the beam from your own eye first and see if you can
do it." So how do you expect to remove the speck from your brother’s
eye?

This saying has always been used by society and the world to discredit
someone when they correct another. ""So, who are you to tell me any-
thing if you are worse than me? You have a beam, and I only have a
speck!" But, brothers and sisters, this is much deeper than that. It does
not mean that because someone is weak or a sinner, they cannot correct
the other. Fraternal correction is an act of mercy. To correct error is to
rescue a person from Hell, like John the Baptist did with Herod. Other-
wise, none of us would be able to say anything to each other at all.

That is why I say there is a certain irony here. The one who believes he
is so good should try to see if he can correct his own errors, if he can
remove the beam from his own eye. Can you imagine a tiny speck in
your eye? Surely, we have all experienced that, and it is bothersome.
But can you imagine a beam? A beam! Imagine having one stuck in
your eye. Who can remove it?

The first thing we need to do is recognize that we have it. Because,
there is no one blinder than the person who thinks he can see but actu-
ally cannot. He has a huge beam preventing him from seeing, and on
top of that, he considers himself a guide for another blind person. The
Lord says that both will fall into the same pit. So, the first thing the
Holy Spirit needs to do in each of us is to make us aware of this beam.
Don't focus so much on others—focus on yourself. It means: do not
judge others. Can you correct them? Of course! But do not judge
them—judge yourself instead.

Do you know what the remedy for judgment is? Self-judgment. When
you constantly judge others—your spouse, your father, your siblings,
follow Christians, whoever—the best way to counter it is by judging
yourself. Bring your own sins to light. Look at your own beam. Ask
yourself, "How can I judge him if I have been a murderer, if I have
committed adultery, if I am a gossip, if I have destroyed others, if I
have stolen? Who am I to judge this person?' That is what it means to
see your own beam. That is why King David says in Psalm 51, "I keep
my sin always before me." This is very important—not to beat yourself
up, not to say, "I am a disaster, I cannot forgive myself." No. "I keep
my sin always before me" for two reasons.

Firstly, so I do not judge others, because recognizing my own sin helps
me realize that I am not better than anyone else. Secondly, so I under-
stand how much the Lord has loved me. If my sin is so great, then His
love for me is just as great. That is why David says in the Psalm,
""Against You, You alone, have I sinned; I have done what is evil in
Your sight."

This is the word from the Gospel: we must recognize the beam we
have. And second, how does the Lord remove it? We cannot remove it
ourselves. When we have a tiny speck in our eye, we need help, or at
least a mirror, to remove it. But can you remove it just like that? No,
it’s not easy. Now imagine a beam! We cannot remove it.

Who removes it? The Lord. How? By loving us. The Lord’s love re-
moves the beam so that we can see more clearly the speck in our broth-
er’s eye and help him. "Love one another as I have loved you." This is
at the very heart of the Lord’s preaching—always, always love for oth-
ers. "I love you so that you may love. I love you so that you may love."
This is a constant theme in the Lord’s preaching.

In this parable of the two blind men, we see how the Lord uses physical
illnesses to show us our spiritual illnesses. He takes a deaf person to
show that we do not listen to His Word. He takes a blind person to
show that we spend our time judging others and fail to recognize our
own sins. That is why, we see how the Lord heal everyone who came to
Him. That is what we need—we need Him to heal our blindness.

There are two things we fail to see. God's love, especially in the things
and situations we do not like. We struggle to see His love and our own
sins. Today’s message is more focused on recognizing our own sins. So,
let us take heart! The Lord help us. Do you know what an eye drop is?
The little drops you put in your eye? Those drops are a soothing balm
that heals the eye. That "eye drop" is the love of the Lord.

MEDITACION EVANGELICA:

Esta pardbola que el Seiior nos da hoy tiene un toque de ironia,
sobre todo al final. El dice: "{Hipécrita! Tu, que crees que eres tan
bueno, ;de verdad piensas que puedes guiar a otro? Si estds tan
seguro de que puedes hacerlo, primero sacate la viga del ojo y luego
vemos si realmente puedes ayudar a alguien." Entonces, ;cémo
esperas quitar la astilla del ojo de tu hermano? Esta frase siempre
se ha usado en la sociedad para desacreditar a alguien cuando corri-
ge a otro. " Y ti quién eres para decirme algo si eres peor que yo?
;iT1 tienes una viga y yo solo una astilla!" Pero, hermanos y herma-
nas, esto es mucho mas profundo que eso. No significa que, porque
alguien es débil o pecador, no pueda corregir al otro. La correccion
fraterna es un acto de misericordia. Corregir el error es rescatar a
una persona del infierno, como hizo Juan el Bautista con Herodes.
Si no, nadie podria decirse nada nunca. Por eso digo que aqui hay
cierta ironia. El que se cree tan bueno deberia primero intentar
corregirse a si mismo, ver si puede sacarse su propia viga. A ver, /te
has metido alguna vez una basurita en el ojo? Es molesto, ;verdad?
Ahora imagina tener una viga. ;Una viga! Imaginate tener tremen-
da cosa atravesada en el ojo. ;Quién puede sacarla?

Lo primero que tenemos que hacer es reconocer que la tenemos.
Porque no hay peor ciego que el que cree que ve, pero en realidad
no ve nada. Tiene una viga enorme tapandole los ojos y, para colmo,
se cree capaz de guiar a otro ciego. Jesus dice que los dos termina-
ran en el mismo hoyo. Entonces, lo primero que el Espiritu Santo
necesita hacer en cada uno de nosotros es hacernos conscientes de
esa viga. No te enfoques tanto en los demas—enfécate en ti mismo.
Eso significa: no juzgues a los demas. ;Puedes corregirlos? ;Por
supuesto! Pero no los juzgues, juzgate a ti mismo.

JSabes cuadl es el remedio para el juicio? Juzgarse a uno mismo. Si
pasas la vida juzgando a tu esposa, a tu esposo, a tu padre, a tus
hermanos, a los de la comunidad, a quien sea, la mejor manera de
frenar eso es mirarte al espejo y preguntarte: "";Cémo puedo juzgar
a alguien si yo he sido un asesino, si he sido adiltero, si he sido chis-
moso, si he destruido a otros, si he robado? ;Quién soy yo para juz-
gar?" Eso es ver tu propia viga. Por eso el rey David dice en el Sal-
mo 51: "Tengo siempre presente mi pecado." Y esto es clave, pero
no para machacarnos y decir: '""Soy un desastre, no me puedo per-
donar." No. David dice esto por dos razones: Primero, para no juz-
gar a los demas, porque reconocer mi pecado me ayuda a entender
que no soy mejor que nadie. Y segundo, para entender cuanto me
ha amado el Seifior. Si mi pecado es grande, Su amor por mi es ain
mas grande. Por eso David dice en el salmo: "Contra Ti, contra Ti
solo he pecado; he hecho lo que es malo a Tus ojos."

Este es el mensaje del Evangelio: reconocer nuestra viga. Y luego,
;como la quita el Sefior? Porque nosotros no podemos sacarla solos.
Si tienes una basurita en el ojo, necesitas ayuda o al menos un espe-
jo para sacarla. Ahora imagina una viga... No puedes sacarla por ti
mismo. ;Quién la quita? El Sefior. ;Como? Amandonos. El amor
del Seiior es lo que nos quita la viga y nos permite ver con claridad
la astilla en el ojo de nuestro hermano para ayudarlo. "Amense los
unos a los otros como Yo los he amado." Ese es el corazon de toda la
predicacion del Sefior: siempre, siempre el amor por los demas. '"Te
amo para que ames. Te amo para que ames." Ese es el mensaje
constante de Jesus.

En esta pardbola de los dos ciegos, el Sefior usa las enfermedades
fisicas para mostrarnos nuestras enfermedades espirituales. Toma a
un sordo para mostrar que no escuchamos Su Palabra. Toma a un
ciego para mostrar que pasamos el tiempo juzgando a los demas sin
reconocer nuestros propios pecados. Por eso vemos que Jesius sana-
ba a todos los que se acercaban a KL Y eso es lo que necesitamos:
que Kl sane nuestra ceguera. Hay dos cosas que no vemos: el amor
de Dios—sobre todo en lo que no nos gusta—y nuestros propios
pecados. El mensaje de hoy se centra mas en reconocer nuestros
pecados. jAsi que animo! El Sefior nos ayuda. ;Sabes lo que son las
gotas para los ojos? Esas gotitas que alivian y sanan. Pues esas gotas
son el amor del Seifior.

Que el Sefior nos ayude a experimentar Su amor, a quitarnos la viga
y, asi, poder acercarnos a los demas para ayudarlos como El nos ha
ayudado a nosotros: amando, no juzgando. Amando, corrigiendo y
ayudando, pero siempre con amor.
